o the opportunities for sustainable transport mods have been
taken up depending on the nature and location of the site, to

reduce the need for major transport infrastructure;

o safe and suitable access to the site can be achieved for all
people; and
o improvements can be undertaken within the transport network

that cost effectively limit the significant impacts of the
development. Development should only be prevented or
refused on transport grounds where the residual cumulative
impacts of development are severe.”

8.13 In our opinion, the opportunities for sustainable transport can be taken up due to the
locational characteristics of this site, safe and suitable access to the site can be
achieved both for vehicles, and by foot, and that the residual impact cannot by any
reasonable interpretation be likely to be classed as being severe.

8.14 In summary by reference to the key issues:

i) In our opinion, a satisfactory access to the site broadly in accordance with the
composite masterplan is possible to achieve,

ii) There is not an unacceptable impact of the development on the local and
wider highway network, and in particular at any of the junctions likely to be of
concern to the Council, and

iii) In addition, the site is sustainably located with a range of facilities within a
reasonable walk of the site that would encourage the use of more sustainable

modes of transport.
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
